SPECKLED SOCKS FOR WINTER

Is it just us, or is there anything better as a knitter than a January evening?
We're basking in the post-holiday glow over here, where the most pressing
tasks are to toss a few more logs onto the fire, pull on another layer of wool
and pour another cup of tea. The temperatures are crystalline cold and the
nights are deliciously long and dark, and the woods are still and the trees are

snow-laden and everything is quiet. Please tell us we're not the only ones
who consider this a slice of heaven.

What better project, then, for quiet nights (and mornings!) than a pair of
handknit wool socks. They don't have to be complicated or wild or fussy or
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lacy or cabled--but they absolutely can be, if you want. Think of socks as a
blank canvas--and then feel free to experiment, whether it's with slipped
stitches or heel techniques or cabled motifs or allover lace patterning--or my
favorite way: COLOR. Especially if you're like me and have had more than
your fair share of gray days, a punchy pop of color (and yes, I'm talking
neons here!) in the middle of deep winter will do your soul good.

Enter Stitch Together Studio Smooth Sock.

Perhaps one of our favorite sock yarns, not just because of the amazing,
complex colors and fascinating dye job that Kayanna uses, but also because
of the names the yarns are given.
