Evergreen Cowl 

Feeling blah about your current wardrobe?   
Try a cowl on for size.  Like a miniature scarf, this
close-fitting neck warmer is knit with some of the

most luxurious yarn you'll ever feel.  (Hello,
cashmere!)  If you've never cabled before, these
meandering stitches are just enough to test the

waters.  One-stitch buttonholes are super simple and



the pearl buttons give it a dressy feel.  The green is
soft and neutral-feeling, making it a great gift (even
